DONôS TURNAROUND 

Army Veteran Don, 57, came to Easterseals Redwoodôs Military & Veterans Services 
(MVS) in December. Don had been an Uber driver, but lost access to a car and soon found 
himself homeless. MVS staff learned that Don had been a medic during his time in the Ar-
my, and, thanks to funding assistance from MVS, Don enrolled in an EMT certification 
program at Cincinnati State and was granted bus passes, a laptop, and new clothes. MVS 
even helped him secure a temporary job at Lowes. As fate would have it, Don was at a gas 
station when a young women began having a medical episode. Don utilized the EMT train-
ing he was receiving to provide care until the life squad arrived! We are proud to share that 
Don completed his EMT certification in October and now has a job with Cincinnati 

Medical Transportation. The opportunities that Don received through the aid of MVS would not have 
been possible without the generous support of Easterseals Redwoodôs donors.

2024 IMPACT REPORT ï from Austin Alley, Easterseals Redwood 

 

MEET AUGUST  

August came to Easterseals Redwoodôs Childrenôs Services last September, when he 
was nearly four years old. At the time, he was not speaking. He instead communicated 
his emotions, wants, and needs by engaging in physical behaviors like hitting, kicking, 
throwing toys, and crying. Staff immediately recognized the need for a new means of com-
munication with August and started using basic sign language with him. August quickly 
learned how to sign for help during meals when he wished for more food or drink. Before 

long, he was signing words like milk, water, and eat so he could express his specific desire even more clearly. 
Through use of the ñAges & Stages screening toolò, August is now not only using signs to communicate but 
has even begun verbalizing words like yes and no, coupled with a dramatic decrease in communicating 
through physical behaviors. Augustôs mom states she is excited to see what he will learn next

MEET DAVID  

David joined ESRWôs Vocational Day Training in 2021. Vocational Day Training (VDT) 
is a program offered through Adult Day Services on our Ft. Mitchell campus, where 
individuals can work, earn money, and connect with others, all while receiving the 
daily support they need. Before coming to ESRW, David faced significant challenges. 
Without a structured environment, he had multiple encounters with the police, leaving his 
mother desperate to find him a supportive day service. Unfortunately, due to these inci-
dents, other day programs were unwilling to accept him. At ESRW, David discovered an 
environment where he could focus on earning an income while developing friendships with 
his peers. His social skills quickly improved, his confidence grew, and he advanced to a 
more challenging job. Recently, David announced that he had secured a job at a restaurant 

on weekendsðan accomplishment he attributes to the skills and confidence he gained through VDT. 

2024 HIGHLIGHTS  

Partnerships with both Brighton Center and the Clovernook Center for the Blind & Visually Im-
paired were launched, expanding the geographic scope and offerings of programs.  

An expansion of the Florence location on Ewing Blvd was announced, allowing for a greater number 
of clients and services in Boone County.  

The 42nd Express was the highest grossing Express to date, raising over $359,000 

Open House tour of renovated Easterseals Redwood -Gilbert Ave, Cinti: Oct 2024, from Janet Ivers 

In October, I went on the Open House tour of the Easterseals Redwoodôs (Gilbert Ave) facility. They men-
tioned to wear ñwalking shoesò for the touréinteresting note to me since Iôve been at the Gilbert Ave facility 
many times over the years.  I was excited to see the renovated facility for Military & Veterans Services 
(MVS) and the Grand opening of Klekamp Family Military & Veterans Center ï which has been high-
lighted in the local news. This was my first part of the tour as I was introduced to an Easterseals MVS leader 
(see pic). I walked through a series of large rooms where you feel a safe, welcoming environment for Veter-
ans, military, and their families ï one location that offers multiple on-site resources. The facility included a 
fitness center, computer lab and gaming room, laundry and shower facilities, caf®, huddle and conference 
rooms, and a large multi-purpose room for community engagement events. I also saw an area with Easterseals 
employees answer phone calls ï MVS Resource Line. 

Veteran and Military Family Services 
MVS Resource Line at 513-240-6897 ï Veterans needing emergency support, benefit from a wide range of 
government resources, and a growing number of private and non-profit organizations who are eager to 
give-back to veterans 

Veteran Employment Services - job coaching, preparing for interviews, and job placement services 
Klekamp Family Military and Veterans Center - the regionôs first of its kind Military & Veteran Center 
to serve veterans, military, and their families. This state-of-the-art facility provides one location for ser-
vices, support, and resources.  

Military Transition Mentoring - connect service members transitioning from the military with a local men-
tor to assist them with education, employment, legal services, VA, and more. 

Veteran Crisis Line and Emergency Services - 1-800-273-8255 and Press 1, ot send a text to 838255, or 
chat online at VeteransCrisisLine.net . Available every day, 24/7, to veterans, service members, Na-
tional Guard and Reservists, and their family and friends. 

 
For my next leg of the tour I was handed off to another Easterseals guide. We were walking down a long hall-
way to a lower level as my guide explained we were headed to the huge remodeled area Packaging, Fulfill-
ment, and Logistics center. I told the guide that we (ESA sisters) were familiar with this area since we did 
some volunteer work here in prior years. I almost didnôt recognize the area now;  everything is NEW, 
UGRADED and REDISGNED for Easterseal clients to enjoy working.

Winston easily steals the heart of anyone who meets 
him. His mom describes him as a lover 

and not a crier. 

He is also among Taylor Swiftôs youngest fans. The 
few times that the baby is restless, his mom, 

Katy, can count on Swiftôs song ñLoverò to soothe 
him. 

You can hardly tell, Katy says, that Winston was 
diagnosed with a brain tumor at just a few 

months old. It was at 8 weeks that Winston, the 
youngest of four children, began to have 

seizures that caused him to stop breathing. 

After a few hospital stays, several tests and scans, a 
lesion was discovered in his brain. He was 

referred to St. Jude Childrenôs Research HospitalÈ, 
about a nine-hour drive from his home in 

Ohio. Katy said her parents had been St. Jude do-
nors for years. 

ñSt. Jude was a pipedream, and I had no idea that it 
was an option,ò Katy said. ñWe had just 

gotten such devastating news é but we would stop 
at nothing to help our son.ò 

After his arrival in Memphis in November 2023, 
Winston underwent brain surgery to stop the 

seizures. A biopsy revealed he had infant-type hem-
ispheric glioma (IHG), a rare brain tumor. 

Winston received chemotherapy. 

Katy said sheôs grateful for the treatment her son 
has received which has stopped the seizures, 

but also the love and care St. Jude employees have 
shown them. ñThat is what you feel from 

every appointment, they truly care about your kid,ò she said.
